The first hour or so was thermal-sparse. Gary and others were bird dogging with Radians. As
the sun climbed higher, thermals started to fill in.

| made a run for it on the G&R Mobile after climbing the Flitz2 up to a few hundred feet.
Then off to the west to find another thermal but it was slim pickings. At about 0.7 km to the
turnaround | landed after 25+ minutes of flying. That was the best for me that day.

Chuck went later, but also landed short. It looked like the thermals were very far apart.

In the meantime, Jim was high starting his crunchies and flew 8:42 to complete his LSF 1
Thermal task (5 min). Jim also found a buffalo head nickel on the lake bed.

Dave also gave us practice rides in the G&R Mobile flying an electric radian. Climbing in,
speed commands, flying while moving, and flying while the truck is turning.

Near noon, the wind picked up with some very strong thermals blowing through. | found a
couple of 15+ min thermals and one where my Flitz2 never came down. Lost sight of it after
thinking the plane is getting hard to see and pretty soon | lost sight of it. The guys helped me
search for the plane for a couple of hours but to no avail.

A few takeaways:
1. Judging distances on a featureless landscape is difficult.

2. Clues as to where a thermal is were limited with no features (trees, shrubs, grass). Had to
feel the wind and watch for dust kicked up from vehicles. Birddogging helped.

3. My reference to what the plane is doing relative to lift was thrown off when in a moving
vehicle. A variometer would be a useful tool.

This Month: Pepper Kay, 1981 Modeler of the Year

| think I've mentioned it before, but I'll say it again. Sometimes there justisn’t a lot of
information to go on for these previous Modeler of the Year winners, which is a shame. Others
have a wealth of info and history. This month’s assignment is Norman E. “Pepper” Kay, winner
of the TPG Modeler of the Year frophy in 1981. A great guy and modeler, but not a lot to go
on. I'll do my best.

Pepper started his career working odd jobs at Gillespie Field in return for flight time in private
aircraft. This included a P-51D that a friend (and ex-USAF instructor) owned. It was a 2-place P-
51 and he enjoyed two flights of about 90 min each cruising around the skies of San Diego.

He eventually worked his way up to
Pacific Southwest Airlines (PSA) receiving
his jet fraining and experience as a flight
engineer with PSA. He then started
working for an overseas airline flying
routes in Asia before leaving the airline
industry altogether and joining Forrest E.
Olson, a residential real estate firm in
Clairemont Mesa. By 1978, he had been
with Olson for 5 years when he started
coming out to the TPG activities at
Hourglass field and enjoying thermal
duration. Pepper worked closely with Al
Doig to get the monthly newsletter out to
club members — every month it was
Pepper’s responsibility to get the stamps
and mailing labels on the newsletters and
get them out on time.
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TPG History: The Trophy (confinued)

Pepper enjoyed flying in the “new” 2-meter wingspan class, which was up-and-coming at the time. He also flew an
Olympic II.

While he was general a “behind the scenes” kind of guy, he kindly volunteered for the office of TPG President in 1980.
Perhaps this was a result of his winning the December 1979 TD contest as he rarely entered contests before then, and |
have to wonder if he was egged on by the other contestants

Vintage Airtronics Olympic (Oly) 650, designed by Lee Renaud Plans for the Olympic II, the 99-inch wingspan version of the 650.

The Gulls were quite a vibrant club in 1980. In addition to monthly TD contests, there were slope races, build-and-fly meets at
Torrey, night flight contests, and even the “TPG Inter-Galactic Cosmic Thermal Championships” in May 1980. The winner was
proclaimed the “Supreme Thermal Pilot of the Cosmos.” (Not bad, eh?) This was Bob Worley for 2 meter, Don Edberg for Open
A, and Harry Sollers for Open B. Too bad they didn't have a fly off to see who the real “Supremo” pilot was.

: : - 1980, Pepper volunteered for
newsletter editor in 1981. He
began flying an Oly 650 and
enjoyed it throughout much of
1981. An unfortunate winch
launch occurred in July/August
1980 when Pepper forgot to
turn on the receiver. The plane
proceeded to make a nice
launch, but the short flight
resulted in a one-point, nose first
attitude approach and the
plane was re-kitted.

For all of his service to the club
over the two years 1980-1981,
the club honored him with the
Modeler of the Year trophy.
o ’ Pepper remained active with
the Gulls in the 1980s and then it
' becomes unclear what
happened to him. | do know
that in the 2000s he moved to
the Dallas area and continued
flying RC. However, he
unfortunately passed away on
December 21, 2011.
